10 minutes stroll from the campsite, there is
also the Akasawa Villa which used to be Elemen-
tary School.

Kokaigahama (green area) E-2
Along the coastal promenade, in a black pine
grove, it is possible to have an enjoyable for-
est bath whilst listening to the sound of the
waves. Furthermore, the strange shaped rocks
which project out into the sea are powerful
representative of the prefecture’s scenery.

Kobouchi Park C-4

From the park’s cliff-top viewing point (20 m
above sea level), a splendid view of the area is
possible. Looking to the north, there is the ur-
ban district of Hitachi; to the south, Hitachi
Port; whilst to the east, Hitachi’s 25 m high
lighthouse. Furthermore there is also a bronze
statue of Mishiro Yoshimatsu who founded the
trolling fishery.
